General Statement

The amounts shown for some Budget Heads are ¾  of the total for the year. In other cases the amount 
reflects the expected position to the 30th June e.g. we have only a single insurance payment
 which is, therefore, shown as the full year amount
The following notes follow the numbering in the accounts:-

1. Precept: all payments made

2. VAT: £1039.26 – payment for the year 2022/23. This was larger than expected due to VAT reclaimed on a capital project (Picnic tables). VAT to December has been claimed but no payment received

3. Interest: Deposit Account £186.39 Pension Account £0.93

4. Insurance: Premium for 2023/24 £871.54

5. Salaries: Clerk’s salary £3666.60, PAYE: £826.60

6. Administration; £68.00 printing of leaflets for Community Council awareness campaign.

Carreghofa Primary School Project

Carreghofa Primary School has made an application or funding  to Keep Wales Tidy. I understand that the School wishes to start a food growing garden and enhance biodiversity but this did not meet the criteria for an application. Keep Wales Tidy has sent the following:-
Recently Keep Wales Tidy received an application from the pupils at Carreghofa Primary school. The members of the Eco-Committee are keen to enhance the school grounds and improve biodiversity and connectivity by installing a starter food package. They currently have some old unused timber raised beds but these are falling apart. Unfortunately their application did not meet the minimum criteria for the grant, in part due to the schools rural location and lack of diversity.

 

I am very keen that these pupils and this school are not discouraged, and I have spoken to Ezra Tattersall, Biodiversity Officer at Powys CC; and we would like to propose that the Community Council consider applying for funds from the Local Nature Partnership scheme on behalf of the School. These grants are part of the same Local Places for Nature programme but are only available to C&TCS. These funds could be used to install new raised beds, buy tools and plants etc… and give the pupils a kick start on the food growing project. This would also serve to meet your statutory duties under Section 6 and could be included in your current Biodiversity action plan and future 2025 Section 6 report.

 

If you would like to know more about how the Council can assist the children at the school, please get in touch, as myself and Ezra can advise you on the process and what items the school would be able to purchase. We would also be very happy to visit the school with you to discuss this with staff and pupils. I have not spoken to the school myself but they are now aware their application was unsuccessful and that I would make enquiries with the Council to find a solution.

 

I have attached the information about the small grants scheme and Ezra is also CC’d into this email.
