I feel that I should point out that the Community Council has always made a contribution to the church for clock maintenance. Nonetheless this is a voluntary donation which requires authorisation each time a request is made. The treasurer’s email  -  I would be very grateful to receive your contribution as soon as possible – suggests that a contribution is expected and I feel that it should be made clear to the Church authorities that a contribution is not de facto a right.

The usual process is that Carreghofa Community Council and Llanymynech and Pant Parish Council each contribute one third of the cost with the Church paying the remaining third. If Council agrees to keep with current practice a donation of £78 would be appropriate.

One Voice Wales Digital User Community for Community and Town Councils

One Voice Wales has announced the launch of a new Community of Practice for Community and Town Councils. This initiative aims to foster collaboration and innovation and help council staff and members share knowledge, address common challenges, and advance our collective expertise in leveraging digital approaches to serving our communities.

  
A Community of Practice (or CoP) is a gathering of individuals who share a common interest or passion in a particular field.
